Allow wet or damp leather to air-dry naturally,
away from heat. Long-term care of alligator leather
is similar to any type of leather. The classic (shiny)
finish should be buffed with a dry cloth. Use a
quality leather cream, such as mink oil or beeswax

on the matte finish.
